As a unit project you will create an amazing Nevada animal brochure.  You will need to include several specific animals of Nevada, but will be able to choose additional animals to include.  

Brochure Layout and Design (10 points)
Your brochure should be a basic 3 fold brochure.  You may use construction paper or plain white paper.  You may use a computer to create your brochure, but this is not required.  It must be neat and colorful. 

Optional design extras include: (5 points each)
I.  A pocket of extra information on additional animals, insects, etc.

II. Pop-up elements

III. Extra fancy border details on brochure and pictures

Brochure Cover (5 points)

Include a title for the brochure.  Include a picture of the state of Nevada (print out or draw by hand) and several examples of animals found in Nevada.  Your name, date, and class period should also go on the cover.

Interior of the Brochure (105 points)
Habitat

Describe the habitat of Northern Nevada.  What type of area do we live in?
Mammals

Required:   Black Bear (15 points)
You need to include a picture of the bear, description of what it looks like, what it eats, habits, what to do in an encounter, and how to avoid problems with bears (tips to keep bears from becoming nuisance bears).

Amphibians

These animals are very rare in our arid climate.  Many times the Pacific Treefrog (Hyla regilla) can be found in backyards, the Mountain (Sierra Nevada) Yellow-legged Frog (Rana muscosa) is rare and found in lakes in the high Sierra Mountains, or the unique Great Basin Spadefoot (Spea intermontana).

Required: Sources (5 points)

List the sources (websites, books, etc.) that you used to research your animals.  You should have more than one source for your information.

Optional items:  Haiku Poem, Acrostic Poem (5 points each)
Haiku poem about an animal - Haiku is a type of poetry. Haiku combines form, content, and language in a meaningful, yet compact form. Many themes include nature, feelings, or experiences. Usually they use simple words and grammar.

Format of a Haiku

The first line contains five syllables.
The second line contains seven syllables.
The third line contains again five syllables.

Example of a Haiku Poem: 
Nature

Nature is beauty

Wildlife is nature’s beauty

Fields are nature’s smiles
Acrostic Poem about an animal - An acrostic poem, sometimes called a name poem, uses a word for its subject. Then each line of the poem begins with a letter from the subject word. This type of poetry doesn't have to rhyme.
