· How does this genetic disorder affect the body? (What does it interrupt or prevent the body from doing normally?)

· What are symptoms or effects of the disorder? (What is the body’s response to the disorder?)

· How is it diagnosed? 

· How is this disorder treated?

· How common is this disorder?  (What is the rate of occurrence? Does it affect one sex or race more than another?)

· Visuals of the chromosome, effect of the body, graphs, etc. (10 points)

· Bibliography (on back of poster)
